Application for renewal of this licence
shall be submitted to AERB for review well in advance, taking into account the lead time for
processing of the applications by AERB. Application for renewal may be submitted by the

licensee two months prior to expiry of the licence.

The extent of
financial provision shall be arrived at in consultation with the supplier/manufacturer of the
radiation source. The financial provision shall be made with due consideration to normal
scenario as well as unlikely events like bankruptcy or other constraints that may be encountered.
