Non-renewal of
licence does not absolve the licensee from the responsibility of safety and security of radiation
sources under possession till the equipment is decommissioned /and radioactive source is
returned to the original supplier for safe management. Application for renewal of this licence
shall be submitted to AERB for review well in advance, taking into account the lead time for
processing of the applications by AERB. Application for renewal may be submitted by the
licensee two months prior to expiry of the licence.
